Matters carried over from previous meetings 
16/02250/ADV at 1 Craigmount View, ‘Spice Restaurant’ (formerly ‘Rainbow Inn’) for retention of totem pole signage (in retrospect). The roadside plasma screens that were refused and enforced under orders 14/00601/EADV and 16/00655/ADV continue to operate in spite of the above also being ‘Refused and Enforced’. A further complaint on behalf of the C.C. was submitted on the Planning Portal website on 2/10/2016 with reception of official confirmation – web. Ref. 6455683

16/02819/FUL 34 Belgrave Rd. for demolition of existing redundant former church halls and construct on site in two blocks four town houses. Each house consists of four storeys including a roof top penthouse with patio and ground floor garage. There are four additional car parking spaces before the front elevation and the existing fringe of protected trees are preserved. This is the site where the earlier application 15/03018/FUL for a care home was refused.

16/04738/PPP On land 100m N, E, of 19 Turnhouse Rd. for a residential development of up to 1400 units with ancillary commercial units (class1, retail and class 2, financial/professional)) with landscaping and access etc.  The application has been submitted by ‘ICENI PROJECTS’ which is presumably a sub division of JVA James Barr of Cardross Assets Management Ltd. who submitted original 14/04156/PAN on this site and is one of the areas identified for housing development under the revised Local Development Plan currently undergoing evaluation – there was a public meeting on 26/11/2014 and a meeting with local Community Councils including Corstorphine on 2/2/2015 with the latest presentation before the August 2016 Corstorphine Community Council meeting by Mr. S. Buchanan when detailed indicative plans were displayed for the first time.

The detailed plans and correspondence (36 documents) are now displayed on the Planning Portal website including a 56 page traffic assessment – the development is limited to South of the Westward extension of Craigs Rd. The main traffic exit from the site is a roundabout on to Craigs Rd. West of Lennie Cottages but there are 4 other narrow vehicle exits also shown on to the road. Exit to Maybury Rd. is by a lights controlled junction. All other junctions and school provisions etc. are considered in the traffic assessment which concludes that the development would be fully compliant with current planning policy. A primary school site and enclosed parkland is indicated on the master plan. There is an existing bridge over the railway line on the Western site boundary – a proposed footpath & cycle bridge will be constructed close to the new interlink station. The Taylor Wimpey Site (awaiting assessment) lying to West of Maybury Rd. is not included in this development.
