33 PINKHILL PARK - PAN (PROPOSAL OF APPLICATION NOTICE) FOR MAJOR DEVELOPMENT OF FLATTED ACCOMMODATION

DANDARA developers in conjunction with architects Halliday Fraser Munro met with representatives from the Community Council on Thursday 1st. December 2016 at 6.30 p.m. at the ‘White Lady’.
Present from the C.C. were S. Kerr, R. Moran & W. Hope and from Dandara – Natasha Douglas (Planning Manager), Niall MacLeod (Land Director) & Russell Henderson.  Michael Halliday as a director of the company was also present. Discussions with City Planning officers have commenced as this is a major application for 50 or more mixed flatting accommodation ranging from studio to 3 bedroom apartments with 25% social rent and occupying the site footprint currently containing the 1996 multi storey STMicro Electronics building with staffing level of 250. No detailed plans have yet been formulated but it is not expected that the height will exceed the present building and the available car park to the south will be utilised with expected lower numbers of vehicles to accommodate. It is planned to remove some small trees to the east of the present building.
The ‘PAN’ notification is expected to be issued before Xmas 2016 and the dates and times of the public exhibitions and press notifications to straddle January and February of 2017. There will be 2 public events on weekdays with times from 3 p.m. till 8 p.m. Arrangements are in hand for a presentation before the Community Council between these public events.

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN (LDP2)

At the Edinburgh City Council meeting of 24/10/2016 Item 8.1 was adoption of LDP2 which determines the large housing developments.
Pressures for development result from housing land requirements not likely to be built upon quickly enough to meet the Strategic Development Plan requirements. Infrastructure, transport and education impacts are to be assessed. Scottish Gov. Minister Kevin Stewart (Minister for Local Government & Housing) has criticised the proposed housing developments in the International Business Gateway.

Election of office bearers – no opposition to standing committee – Eric Dobbie Chair, David Bewsey Secretary, Judith Wightman Treasurer and Christine Cameron Auditor of Accounts.

An error was detected in the accounts – a formal statement of accounts will be presented at the next meting on 9th. February 2017 – questions were asked as to why the auditor did not detect the error – this question will be answered at the next meeting.
Presentation by Andrew Kerr , Chief Executive, Edinburgh City Council, entitled  ‘Edinburgh City Vision 2050’. The presentation was preceded by a short video of people on the streets being asked the question ‘What do you think Edinburgh will be like in 2050?.

The presentation stressed that big changed within the Council are underway both technical and with the introduction of ‘Locality Management’ to make for greater local accountability and better use of human & material resources with more use of the 3rd. sector (voluntary). There is a perception of a growing ‘Imbalance of Opportunity ‘ with growth in numbers of jobs < £25,000 per annum and the city with expected growth from 0.5m to 0.7m and large financial debt to be carried fore ward – it is estimated that 25% of the population have received a private education whilst the same proportion are in poverty.
The attendees then split into 4 discussion groups representing the new Neighborhood Partnerships areas - N.W., S.W., N.E. and S.E.  Problems reported by the groups were that there is still lack of information on function of the Partnerships and working together and information transfer and sharing was often more difficult than postulated. ‘Action Groups’ were to be encouraged when ever possible and funding for small local projects was to be encouraged. Full results of these group discussions are to be published on the EACC website – see above.
