of 250 dwellings of various types, townhouses and flats up to 3 storeys in height with access and egress roads on to Craigs Rd. and internal roads and pedestrian / cyclist paths with open spaces and landscaping etc. This application lies east of application 16/04738/PPP above and is by Taylor Wimpey U.K. Ltd and Turley Associates and replaces earlier application 14/03502/PPP which was refused after appeal on grounds of inconsistent with the local development plan then in force and impact on local traffic density with reference to air quality. There are 21 documents posted on the Planning website including master plans and detailed transport report of 67 pages including traffic lights emplacement at the proposed Craigs Rd. / Maybury Rd. junction and new lights at the Barnton and Maybury main junctions.

Prior discussions were held with representatives of the Community Council in December 2106.  This is a major application for 50 or more mixed flatting accommodation ranging from studio to 3 bedroom apartments with 25% social rent and occupying the site footprint currently containing the 1996 multi storey STMicro Electronics building with staffing level of 250. It is not expected that the height will exceed the present building and the available car park to the south will be utilised with expected lower numbers of vehicles to accommodate. It is planned to remove some small trees to the east of the present building.

As well as an action plan with provision of supplementary planning guidance it considers housing supply, infrastructure, roads, education, green space and primary health care facilities. The supplementary planning guidance concerns developer contributions, range of infrastructure elements to be considered with section 75 payments required from developers and energy and heat requirements and usages. The ‘Edinburgh Open Space Strategy’ is supportive of the plan.
The Strategic Development Plan was published in October 2016 – the 400 responses to the plan are to be published before spring 2017 with examination commencing in the summer of that year and final adoption in summer of 2018.
