APLICATION WITHDRAWN
16/02250/ADV at 1 Craigmount View, ‘Spice Restaurant’ (formerly ‘Rainbow Inn’) for retention of totem pole signage (in retrospect). The roadside plasma screens that were refused and enforced under orders 14/00601/EADV and 16/00655/ADV continue to operate in spite of the above also being ‘Refused and Enforced’. A further complaint on behalf of the C.C. was submitted on the Planning Portal website on 2/10/2016 with reception of official confirmation – web. Ref. 6455683

AWAITING OUTCOME OF APPEAL AGAINST ENFORCEMENT
16/05403/FUL 34 Belgrave Rd. for 4 townhouses, each 3 stories in height in 2 blocks with general form and exterior render to mach local conditions. Communal garden in front and individual gardens to rear with 5 parking spaces and retention of existing screen of trees.
This was Item 4.1 on the Development Management Sub Committee Meeting on 22/02/2017 with recommendation from the Planning officials for GRANTING. In the event the Committee decided to postpone a decision given the strength of local opposition (68 objections on the Planning Portal) based mainly on character of the development, height, shading and privacy and parking availability. Many e – mails from local residents have been received re – iterating standing objections.
16/05621/PAN for erection of extension to existing Craigmount High School 55 Craigs Rd.

Item 9.1 of Development Mgt. Meeting on 18th. January 2017 – recommendation that the Committee  notes key issues at this stage and advises of any other issues.
16/05719/PAN for primary school with associated nursery 175 m. S.E. Meadowfield Farm, 15 Turnhouse Rd. A space for this school is indicated on the site layout plans submitted with 16/04738/PPP (see above).

Item 9.3 of Development Mgt. Meeting on 18th. January 2017 – recommendation that the Committee notes key issues at this stage and advises of any other issues.

16/05742/PAN for erection of housing development with associated access, landscaping and other ancillary developments 365m N.E. 210 Craigs Rd. 

This is a further development north of 16/04738/PPP above and lying west of the stretch of Maybury Rd. between the Craigs Rd. entry and Drumbrae roundabout.

Item 9.2 of Development Mgt. Meeting on 18th. January 2017 – recommendation that the Committee notes key issues at this stage and advises of any other issues.

The public event held at the Marriott Hotel on Wednesday 18th. January 2017 was attended by W. Hope for report to the February Community Council meeting.
Note – concerning the February C.C.C. report of the 20/01/2017 walk around of the above sites with members of Edinburgh City Planning Committee and the developer’s representative the impression was given that Cllr. Karen Keil attended in her own capacity and not as a member of the Planning Committee – this was incorrect – Cllr. Keil did however arrive independently of the other members of the Committee.
16/06030/ADV and 16/06039/ADV on land 148m West of 1 Broadway Park, South Gyle Broadway for facia signage, wall mounted signage , totem sign, free standing menu board, amenity board, entrance signs and door plaque – all lit by energy saving LED’s. (Green King P.L.C. ‘FARMHOUSE INN’)

GRANTED

16/06222/FUL at 9c South Gyle Crescent for erection of black coloured plasticol coated paladin fencing and gates around an existing hard standing area to form a secure yard enclosure ( G.M. Investment Trustees).

NO DECISION

16/06374/PAN (PROPOSAL OF APPLICATION NOTICE) FOR MAJOR DEVELOPMENT OF FLATTED ACCOMMODATION AT 33 PINKHILL PARK – BY DANDARA developers in conjunction with architects Halliday Fraser Munro. This is a major application for between 68 and 74 mixed flatting accommodation ranging from studio to 3 bedroom apartments with 25% social rent and occupying the site footprint currently containing the 1996 multi storey STMicro Electronics building.. The available car park to the south currently can accommodate 45 – 47 cars.

There have been two public consultation meetings held at the Holiday Inn  - on 26/01/2017 and on 9/03/2017 both attended by W. Hope and local residents. The developer gave a presentation at the February Community Council Meeting when local residents’ representatives were also present with a written list of objections.  On 28/02/2017 W Hope and local resident J. Kerr conducted a site inspection and identified potential problems relating to shading of adjoining properties and car parking capacity. At the 9/03/2017 presentation the Developer had agreed to reduce roof heights from the earlier 6 / 7 stories to 5 / 6 which local residents still find excessive and would request further reductions in height at north and south ends of the building to reduce shading of existing properties and somewhat reduce the extent of ‘infill’.  Availability of car parking spaces is also deemed problematical.  Present on the 9th. March was W. Hope, J. Kerr (local resident) with friend (planning background) and Cllr. Frank Ross – the displacement of existing jobs and employment opportunities may breach policy guidelines when under consideration by the Planning Committee. 
17/00383/FUL at 142 Saughton Rd. North to modify licensing time to 11 p.m. at hot food takeaway. This seems a licensing application rather than Planning and was not picked up on the Planning Portal for the February 2017 Community Council meeting – the expiry date for comments was 27/02/2017 (only one comment on the portal). There was a history of objections to establishment of a take away at this location with three applications refused before granting on appeal. The present application is based on the fact that the neighbouring property operates till 11.30 p.m.
