16/04738/PPP on land 100m N.E. of 19 Turnhouse Rd. for residential development of 1400 units with ancillary commercial units (class 1, retail and class 2, financial / professional) with landscaping and roads etc. developer ICENI PROJECTS, a sub division of JVA James Barr of Cardross Assets Management Ltd. who submitted original 14/04156/PAN on this site, identified for housing development under the adopted revised Local Development plan. The Community Council submitted objections based impact on local traffic growth and related air pollution problems. This was item 7.2 on the Development Management Sub Committee meeting on 19/04/2017 with decision for REFUSAL.

Matters arising since last meeting

17/03252/CLE (Certificate of Lawful use, Existing) at flat 1, 1 South Gyle Mains as a flat to be let out on a commercial basis for short – term stays – e.g. to visitors, business short stays etc. The minimum period of stay is to be for 3 nights and during ‘Low Seasons’ lets may extend over longer periods.

The prope4ty is described as single double bedroom ground floor flat with common living / dining area, kitchen & bathroom and let as a single unit and non – serviced with maximum capacity of 4 occupants (2 accommodating beds in living room) and contained within a block of 6 other similar properties 

It is further described as aimed mainly at family and short stay business travellers and not likely to attract other groups with potential for noise and disturbance of adjoining properties.
