The appeal hearing is expected to be of 3 days duration at ‘Novotel’ hotel, 15 Lochside Ave., Edinburgh Park with sessions from 10 a.m. – 12 a. m and 1 p.m. till 5 p.m. (first day) and subsequent days starting at 9 a.m.
Minutes of  the pre – application meeting were circulated to the CCC membership on 26/10/2017.

The Community Council will presumably wish to provide additional material – both written and verbal - via attendee W. Hope for the appeal hearing and decide content over the next scheduled meetings of the Community Council or at subsequent ad hoc meetings.
17/03433/FUL FOR MAJOR DEVELOPMENT OF FLATTED ACCOMMODATION AT 33 PINKHILL PARK – BY DANDARA developers in conjunction with architects Halliday Fraser Munro. This is a major application for between 68 and 74 mixed flatting accommodation ranging from studio to 3 bedroom apartments with 25% social rent and occupying the site footprint currently containing the 1996 multi storey STMicro Electronics building.. The available car park to the south currently can accommodate 45 – 47 cars.

The Community Council together with local residents have presented  objection including development height and character, shading & privacy concerns and inadequacy of car parking provision in an already car dominated neighbourhood.

The development is currently AWAITING ASSESSMENT but since 6/11/2017 some 20 additional and revised documents have appeared on the Planning Portal website with responses to earlier voiced concerns regarding daylight, privacy, open space, view cone and tree preservation etc. – there are also additional elevation drawings indicating the original 5 stories plus pent house overall height.

The newspaper advert appeared one week prior to the public consultation event.

The public information boards (not on Planning Portal at time of writing) indicate a development of lower density than the original development consisting of 2 storey terrace developments with ‘affordable’ component and parking spaces at rear.

The southern area containing the Cammo burn is proposed for a public park and 2 ‘view avenues’ and grassed walkways run S.W. through the development towards Cammo Tower and nearby hill. At the north boundary a further proposed walk / cycle way runs west – east connecting with a labelled ‘Transport Hub’ at the N.E. corner of the site opposite Barnton  Junction.  

A finalised design and overall density etc. has yet to be decided over the following two months with submission of full application in late January 2018.
