Matters carried over from previous meetings 

17/03433/FUL FOR MAJOR DEVELOPMENT OF 51 FLATTED ACCOMMODATION units AT 33 PINKHILL PARK – BY DANDARA developers in conjunction with architects Halliday Fraser Munro. In this re – submission the developer has reduced the total number of units from 68 – 74 to 51 but retained the 5th. Storey ‘penthouse’ feature containing 6 dwellings and the posted around 29 additional documents and drawings on the planning website. The available car park space to the south can currently accommodate 42 cars. 
The Community Council together with local residents have presented  similar objection to those expressed  earlier including development height and character, shading & privacy concerns and inadequacy of car parking provision in an already car - dominated neighbourhood.
